DECORATIONS

Both of these tree toppers stand for Ashtaroth/Easter/Semiramis. Women angels
are not mentioned in the Bible and when you hear of women angels it is coming
from a religion called “New Age” and it is used to draw you away from Christ.
New Age is not anything new, it is actually the ancient mystery religions of Egypt
and Babylon.

The Star of Ishtar or Star of Inanna is a symbol of the ancient
Sumerian goddess Inanna and her East Semitic counterpart
Ishtar. Alongside the lion, it was one of Ishtar's primary
symbols. Because Ishtar was associated with the planet
Venus, the star is also known as the Star of Venus.

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This is shamash, the akkadian god of the sun. In Sumerian known as utu. He
along with the moon god, Sin (sumerian: nanna), Ishtar (sumerian: inanna), the
goddess of Venus, was part of an astral triad of divinities. Shamash was the son
of Sin.

We cannot forget that the pagans made idols and worshipped these deities
according to their symbols. Last week we learned how Ashtaroth said that when
Nimrod was murdered his spirit went to the sun and that she was impregnated by
a single ray of the sun thus having a deity in her womb and a virgin birth.
